2+2 Bachelor’s Degree 
After completing two years of college at TCC, earning their Associate’s Degree, students
transfer to another college or university to complete two more years of study, earning  
their Bachelor’s Degree from that institution (see Transfer Partners section on pg 5).  
The 2+2 Program offers a more affordable path to a Bachelor’s Degree, small class sizes, 
free tutoring and other resources to support their academic journey.

English for Academic Purposes (EAP) 
The EAP program combines English language instruction with academic preparation and 
skill enhancement. Students undergo a placement test upon arrival to assess their English 
proficiency level.

Early Admission (High School Completion) 
Students aged 16 and above have the opportunity to enroll at  Tacoma Community College 
before graduating from high school in their home country.  This early admission allows them 
to kickstart their Associate degree. Upon fulfilling all degree requirements, students will 
receive an Associate degree and a U.S. High School Diploma.
